Hospitals didn't like alcoholics, so we thought we'd build a hospital Beajpi@heeded to be tol
what alcoholism was, so we'd educate the public, even rewrite school and medical textbooks. We'd gatheidupdsredatsoubthasge who could get well,
and make it possible for the rest to earn their livelihood in a kind of quarantined confinement. Maybe these fdegpeswosldfmeney to carry on ou
other good works. We seriously thought of rewriting the laws of the land , and having it declared that aleohplidd@raciekypuld they be jailed; judges
would parole them in our custody. We'd spill A.A. into the dark regions of dope addiction and

«JUST AS the AA groups find themselves unabl e tamunadf dctive i
authority and responsibility to their Conference, so must the Conference in turn delegate a liberal administrative
authority to the General Service Board, in order that its Trustees may act freely and effectively in the alvemecitselfthe Confe
This critical need for Trustee liberty of action raises several important questions. ["Concept VIII" will defireslzand adigg®es.]
Next to the Conference, AA's Board of Trustees should be the most influential group of world servants thatogenaskathhd\bdarecon-
sider carefully the kind and degree of authority, responsibility, leadership, and legal status the Trusteedenu$tipcssess topeffectiveness
over the years to come. We shall need to review and perhaps amend somewhat our present methods of choosimgerts hefin &\estn
> the several kinds of professional and financial skills that will always be
required for a balanced trusteeship. Only by so doing can we permanently insure the Board's capability of future leadership.

While the Trustees must always operate under the close observation, guidance, and sometimes directiorsof the Conferenc{it i
> nevertheless true that nobody but the Trustees and thwinetiafyrvice corporations could possibly pass judgmehanglEnthedery large
number of transactions now involved in our total world service operation. In view of this very large respibresddfiitg, teeyivensa correspo
ingly large grant of authority and leadership with which to discharge it. We should quite understand, to ptivalvtvé crelioetsois primari
matter of policy and business. Of course, our objective is always a spiritual one, but this service aim catpmeaahiee¢dwelfective busi
ness operation. Our Trustees must function almost exactly like the directors of any large business corpceaiopleTduayonitgthagally
manage and conduct AA's business.
This is the basic corporate concept on which our structure of world service rests. We have deliberately clooseattier doap
institutional or governmental model, because it is well known that the corporation is a far superior vehicteevettiniitistvaties tof policy al
business.

From top to bottom, our whole service structure indeed resembles that of a large corporation. The AA groepstaee Id
are their representatives or proxies at the "annual meeting"; our General Service Board Trustees are atwéhypldiegirentpesny.” And
hol ding company, the General Service Board, acvies.ally owns nd
This very real analogy makes it even more clear that, just like any other board of directors, our Trusteesemust be given lar
owers i f they are to effectively manage the principal wortbtd
